Tool, Test or Territory?

Questions and Answers Sheet


Once the kids have created their Tool, Test, Territory Pyramids, give them this quiz.  You will read off the description of the Experience and ask them to vote on whether it was used by God as a Tool, a Test or Territory.  They will vote by turning their pyramids to show you the side with the choice they make.  

Before you give the “correct” answer, ask them why they chose the answer they shared.  It’s possible for some experiences to be used by God for multiple purposes.  (Note: It’s import to stay focused on what God was doing in the situation.  Even when other people might have been the ones doing things to Joseph, God still had a plan for allowing it.)

	God gave Joseph dreams to show him he would one day rule over his brothers and his parents.
	TEST – to show if Joseph had the humility to be a great leader.  (It’s too early to be Territory.  God wasn’t giving Joseph more influence or ministry yet.)

	2.
	Joseph’s father sent him to check on his brothers.
	TEST – to show if Joseph would be obedient in a difficult situation.  Joseph surely knew that his brothers hated him.

	3.
	Brothers hated Joseph and made fun of him.
	TOOL – to develop humility and dependence on God in a difficult situation.

	Brothers sold Joseph into slavery.
	TEST – to show how Joseph would respond when the victim of terrible mistreatment and rejection.

TOOL – to teach Joseph to depend on God alone.

	5.
	Joseph worked as a slave in Potiphar’s house.
	TOOL – to develop working skills Joseph would need later.
TEST – to see if Jesus could serve humbly and trust the Lord.

TERRITORY – to give Joseph more responsibility for God’s glory.

	6.
	Joseph was promoted to be Potiphar’s chief servant.
	TOOL – to develop management skills Joseph would need later.

TERRITORY – to give Joseph more responsibility for God’s glory.

	7.
	Potiphar’s wife tried to get him to kiss her.
	TOOL – to show if Joseph would continue to honor God and his master even when tempted.

	8.
	Joseph was thrown in prison.
	TOOL – to develop Joseph’s humility, which he would need when he was powerful so that he wouldn’t be tempted by power.

TEST – to show how Joseph would respond when he was treated unfairly.

	9.
	Joseph was promoted to oversee the other prisoners.
	TOOL – to develop management skills Joseph would need later.

TERRITORY – to give Joseph more responsibility for God’s glory.

	10.
	The chief cupbearer forgot about Joseph.
	TEST – to show if Joseph would continue to trust in God even when God didn’t solve his problems right away.

	11.
	Joseph had to stay in prison for two more years.
	TOOL – to develop Joseph’s skills and build his character in a time of suffering.

TEST – to show if Joseph would continue to trust God through a long time when God didn’t give him what he wanted.

	12.
	Pharaoh praised Joseph for his power to interpret dreams.
	TEST – to show if Joseph would take the credit for the gift and talent God gave him or give the glory to God.

	Joseph was promoted to rule over Egypt.
	TERRITORY – to give Joseph more responsibility for God’s glory and to create a situation where God could use Joseph to save many lives and bring his family to Egypt in order to get them out of the negative, idol-worshiping land of the Canaanites.

	Joseph’s brothers came to Egypt to buy grain from Joseph.
	TEST – to see if Joseph could forgive his brothers and treat them with love, mercy and grace.

	Joseph’s family came to Egypt.
	TERRITORY – to give Joseph responsibility as the leader or God’s people so that he could provide for them, protect them and demonstrate God’s love, mercy and grace to them.
