Challenge Card





When Haman decided to destroy the Jews because of Mordecai, he went through a ritual called, “casting the pur,” to determine the best time to get his revenge.  (Casting the pur (or lot) was similar to casting dice to see the gods’ will on an issue.  It helped Haman choose what he thought was the best date to kill all the Jews.)








Your team should roll the dice until you have rolled all the numbers on the Game Sheet.  As you roll each number, cross it out on your Game Sheet.  There are three rounds.  You have to finish Round 1 before you can move to Round 2, and you have to finish Round 2 before moving on to Round 3.





You can roll either one die or two each time.  It’s up to you how you accomplish the challenge.
