	3. Shadrach’s real name was Azariah, which means “Whom Yahweh helps.”
	LIE
Shadrach’s real name was Hananiah.

	4. Meshach’s real name was Mishael, which means “Who is what God is?”
	TRUTH

	5. Abednego’s real name was Hananiah, which means “Yahweh is gracious.”
	LIE
His real name was Azariah.

	6. Nebuchadnezzar and his astrologers spoke Aramaic, the same language that Jesus spoke.
	TRUTH

	7. In Nebuchadnezzar’s first dream, the belly and thighs of the statue were made of copper.
	LIE
They were made of bronze.

	8. The parts of the statue represented the kingdoms of Babylon, Persia/Mede, Greece, Sparta and a kingdom of the last days.
	LIE
The fourth kingdom is Rome.

	9. Nebuchadnezzar’s statue of gold was 90 feet high and ten feet wide.
	LIE
It was only 9 feet wide.

	10. Nebuchadnezzar ordered that the furnace be heated to seven times its normal heat before Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego were thrown in.
	TRUTH




	11. When Shadrach, Meshach and Abednego came out of the furnace, the fire had not harmed them, nor was their hair singed, nor were their robes scorched, nor did they smell like smoke.

	LIE
He was represented by a tree.

	14. The time between Nebuchadnezzar’s second dream and it coming true was three years.
	LIE
It was only one year later.

	15. Nebuchadnezzar lost his mind and became like an animal for three years.
	LIE
He became like an animal for seven years.

	16. King Belshazzar gave a great banquet for 500 of his nobles.

	LIE
It was a banquet for 1,000 of his nobles.

	17. The hand from God wrote the following words on the wall, “Mene, Mene, Tickle, Upharsin.”
	LIE
The words were, “Mene, Mene, Tekel, Parsin.”

	18. The words on the wall meant that Belshazzar’s days had been numbered and brought to an end, that he had been weighed and found wanting and that his kingdom had been given to the Medes and Persians.

	19. King Darius appointed 100 satraps to rule over the kingdom with three administrators over them.
	LIE
Darius appointed 120 satraps.

	20. Daniel regularly got down on his knees to pray five times per day.
	LIE
Daniel prayed regularly three times a day.
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
