After the defeat of Haman, Mordecai designated the fourteenth and fifteenth days of Adar (a month on the Jewish calendar) as an annual celebration of the victory God gave to the Jews.








Your team should use the permanent marker in your kit to write the name, “Haman” on the bottom of their shoes.  Then, you should read out loud the Scriptures from the book of Esther in the Bible (included in your kit).





Whenever the name “Haman” is mentioned in the Scripture, everyone should stomp their feet (to stomp on Haman) and make lots of noise to drown out the name of their enemy. (This is the actual celebration that Jews celebrate every year during the Purim holiday.)
