Debriefing Questions





Why do you think that Esther invited Haman and the king to two different banquets?


Between the banquets, the following events happen:


Haman gets enraged at Mordecai and builds a gallows to hang him on.


The king has difficulty sleeping and asks for someone to read to him from the record of things that happened during his reign.


The king is reminded that Mordecai saved his life, and he asks if Mordecai has received any reward.


Finding that Mordecai was not rewarded, the king asks Haman how he should be rewarded.


Haman is forced to honor Mordecai throughout the city using the reward that Haman thought the king wanted to give to Haman.


Do you think that God influenced Esther to invite the king to a second banquet?  Why or why not?
