  “Every kid grabs two rocks at breakfast.  “Hey kids, I’ve got great news!  Mr. Bobby wants to buy everyone some cookies!  How many of you want some cookies?  Okay, Mr. Bobby’s going to earn those cookies for you by showing how strong he is.  Everyone who wants cookies has to come up trade Mr. Bobby your two rocks for the cookies!” 

  (Have Bobby stand at from with bucket in each hand – arms stretched out like Jesus on cross.)  “Put one in each bucket.” (Ask first child – “Do you want you cookies?”)  

  If he says yes, let him go up and get them after putting rocks in Bobby’s bucket.  

  If he says no, have Bobby set down the buckets, pick up two rocks and put one in each bucket.  Then, have resume his former position.  “You see, Bobby already agreed to pay for everyone.  Even if you don’t want your cookies he will still pay for them for you.”  Continue this process until every child has made the trade. 

  If all the children willingly make the trade with no concern for Bobby suffering you might need to bring his suffering to their attention.  Periodically point out how tired Bobby looks, how he’s sweating the stream on his face.  Ask him if his muscles hurt.

  After all have made (or not made) the trade, ask Mr. Bobby “Why, if this is so hard and so painful, are you working to do it.”  Mr. Bobby should say, “Because I love these kids so much.  I’m showing my love for them.”  Let Mr. Bobby put buckets down. “Kids we did this activity to give you a picture of how much Jesus loves you.  Just like Mr. Bobby loves you enough to pay for your cookies, Jesus loves you enough to pay for you to join Him in heaven.  The rocks you brought today represent your sin, the bad things you’ve done.  The Bible says that the payment/punishment for sin is death.  It’s what we owe to pay for our sins.  But none of us can pay for it we owe to much.”  (Lable buckets 8in.).  “The only one who could pay was someone who didn’t owe anything of his own.”  Allow kids to come up and try to life buckets.  “And the only person who has ever lived and not sinned is Jesus.  So, Mr. Bobby spread his arm to pay for your cookies.  Jesus spread his arms on the cross to pay for your sins.  But do you remember not everyone wanted their cookies.  And Mr. Bobby paid for them anyway.  That’s what we wanted to show you, that Jesus paid for all our sins even those of us who don’t want to believe in Him.  And isn’t that a shame?  To leave something that is already paid for on the table.  Shouldn’t we enjoy it if Jesus went to so much trouble to get it for us.  I know those of you who didn’t take your cookies did it out of your love for Mr. Bobby.  If you are one of those people, Mr. Bobby wants to see you after we finish.  Jesus paid for it!  He couldn’t just die for a few.  He died for all of us.  But he won’t force you to take what He bought for you.  You have to want it, you have to accept it.  If you want what Jesus has bought for you, if you want life with Him forever in heaven, all you have to do is tell him in your prayers.  And then, tell your amp guide so that they an celebrate with you!”
