Devotion – Who is the Greatest?
Also a dispute arose among the Compassion staff in all the offices around the world as to which of them was considered to be the greatest.





Jesus said to them, “The leaders of the staff lord it over them; And those who exercise the authority over them call themselves Directors, Assistant Directors, Managers, Supervisors and Specialists. But you are not to be like that. Instead, the greatest among you should be like the youngest, and the one who rules is like the one who serves. For who is greater, the one who is behind the desk or the one in front of the desk that serves? But I (Jesus) am among you as one who has no title, chair or desk, but I serve you all. 





I came to serve - not to be served, and you in Compassion should do the same. The greatest among Compassion staff will be the servant.  If anyone wants to be first, they must be the very last and servant of all”.
